age, who are doomed to pass away. 7 But we impart a 
secret and hidden wisdom of God, which God decreed 
before the ages for our glory. 8 None of the rulers of this 
age understood this, for if they had, they would not have 
crucified the Lord of glory. 9 But, as it is written, 

“What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, 
    nor the heart of man imagined, 
what God has prepared for those who love him”— 

10 these things God has revealed to us through the Spirit. 
For the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of 
God. 11 For who knows a person's thoughts except the 
spirit of that person, which is in him? So also no one 
comprehends the thoughts of God except the Spirit of 
God.12 Now we have received not the spirit of the world, 
but the Spirit who is from God, that we might understand 
the things freely given us by God.13

your whole body be thrown into hell. 30 And if your right 
hand causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. For it 
is better that you lose one of your members than that 
your whole body go into hell. 

31 “It was also said, ‘Whoever divorces his wife, let him 
give her a certificate of divorce.’ 32 But I say to you that 
everyone who divorces his wife, except on the ground of 
sexual immorality, makes her commit adultery, 
and whoever marries a divorced woman commits 
adultery. 

33 “Again you have heard that it was said to those of 
old, ‘You shall not swear falsely, but shall perform to the 
Lord what you have sworn.’ 34 But I say to you, Do not 
take an oath at all, either by heaven, for it is the throne 
of God, 35 or by the earth, for it is his footstool, or by 
Jerusalem, for it is the city of the great King. 36 And do 
not take an oath by your head, for you cannot make one 
hair white or black. 37 Let what you say be simply ‘Yes’ or
