The Central African Medical Mission is teaming up with Teethsavers International, Inc., an 

organization dedicated to caring for the children of developing countries and their teeth, and 

thereby improving their overall health. The plan is to educate people from developing countries 

that can then care for and educate their own people. The vast numbers of children unable to 

receive any sort of dental care in these countries is overwhelming. New techniques of providing 

oral health care and new methods of education have been developed by Teethsavers to facilitate 

these goals in the absence of classrooms or normal dental equipment.  The organization will 

provide free dental checkups to children six years old and under at the CAMM Malawi clinic. 

Teethsavers will provide free toothpaste, but it cannot furnish toothbrushes for the estimated 

60,000 patients that are seen annually. 

If you would like to help in providing toothbrushes for these children, please purchase child or 

small adult toothbrushes with soft bristles.  Leave them in the designated box in the church
